 Missionaries with Baptist Mid-Missions in Cameroon 
Here is an excerpt from their October 2020 update: Last 
month, we briefly mentioned a couple of long term projects 
that we are investigating. One of these projects is a special 
book printing system. You may have heard us talk about the 
lack of affordable, solid resources in French here in Came-
roon. This system is designed for low volume book runs with 

books up to about 500 pages. With several Christian publishing firms willing to license 
their works to be printed locally, there is an opportunity to overcome all of the hurdles 
we just mentioned: availability, affordability and French.  There is still a bit of ground-
work to do before we are ready to officially write up this project, but we are cautiously 
optimistic enough to request your prayer as we advance. Please be in prayer for wis-
dom and guidance as we proceed in investigating all the necessary details.
