CHILDREN’S DISCIPLESHIP 

NURSERY: We are blessed to assist in the undistracted ministry of the Word and 
the Gospel by providing a safe and loving environment for little ones to be cared 
for while their parents worship with the congregation at large. Nursery is available 
for children ages 2 and under during Sunday school, morning worship and Sunday 
evening activities.  

SUNDAY SCHOOL: Each Sunday morning at 9:30 am, we have the opportunity to 
pray and dive into the Word of God in a small-group context, offering something 
for all ages.
