One of the final steps in preparing the Jita New Testament for publica-
tion is comparing parallel passages. For example, Matthew, Mark, and 
Luke all record Jesus asking his disciples, "But who do you say that I 
am?" It's important that we translate that sentence consistently in all 

three places. It's a very time-consuming process, and it takes a lot of intensive focus.
