Bryan & Heather MacPhail-Fausey 
Update from their Facebook page: “These shelving units 
contain the bulk of the library at the Sarh institute 
(theological school) in Chad. We’re still working on inven-
tory but there are only about half a dozen shelves of 
French books… about 300 different titles. There are about 
20 shelves of English books, practically useless to most of 
the students. Many of them are quite old - I think one said, 
“property of Methuselah” inside…. If you would like to 

help contribute to a modern French library for these students, please let me know and 
I will put you in touch with Bible International missionary Anna Beth Wivell who has a 
passion to see a solid library in place.”
